PREPARATION

Retain all fasteners and front trim plate, as
they will be reused.

2. Remove the stock screws and front trim plates that hold
the original windscreen in place. (5mm Hex Wrench)

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MAINTENANCE

Cleaning: Wash with a clean soft cloth, plenty of warm water and, if necessary, a non-abrasive soap such as dishwash-
ing liquid. Flannel or soft chamois make good cleaning cloths. The only rain protective product you can safely use on
polycarbonate windshields is National Cycle’s RainZip® rain repellant. Do not use other rain protective products on the
screen due to the solvent action of the alcohol in these products. Do not allow brake fluid, alcohol, or strong solvents to
contact the screen.

Shield Wash- N1401-01

National Cycle Windshield Wash Part number N1401-01 is great for everyday cleaning. Product is supplied with a
handy travel size container and rag for easy storage on the motorcycle. RainZip®

National Cycle offers RainZip rain repellant treatment. RainZip is a hydrophobic treatment that causes water to bead up
when it hits the windshield’s surface. So at 30 mph the wind rolls the water off. RainZip is formulated at National Cycle
for our Hardcoated polycarbonate windscreens but is safe for all windshields. RainZip comes in a 3-0z. bottle and
includes an application cloth and micro fiber polishing cloth.

Reapplication time will vary depending on your riding conditions. After about 2-3 months you may notice RainZip not
working as effectively. When this happens, first clean your windshield throughly, then buff with a micro fiber soft cloth or
unused soft chamois. Buffing the windshield reactivates the RainZip® treatment. Reapply the treatment if buffing is not
adequate. One 3-o0z. bottle will provide several treatments. This will vary depending on size of shield.

Park your motorcycle facing the sun or
place an opaque object over this area.
