WINDSCREEN INSTALLATION

The Kit included with your VStream Windscreen includes
four Standoffs (B). These will be threaded into the bike’s
windscreen mounting bracket.

IMPORTANT: Your bike uses two OEM Rubber
Washers at the top two mount points on the brack-
et. These must stay in place between the mounting
bracket and the top two Standoffs (B).

The bottom two Standoffs just screw into place. Securely
tighten all four Standoffs with a 13mm Wrench.

Peel the paper backing from each Poron Washer (E) and
adhere them onto each Standoff (B).

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CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

To clean the screen, wash with a clean soft cloth and plenty of
warm water and, if necessary, a non-abrasive soap such as
dishwashing liquid. Flannel or soft chamois make good cleaning
cloths. Paint, glue residue or grease removal: Moisten cotton
wad with naphtha or turpentine followed by a wash as above.

National Cycle Shield Wash™ (N1401-01) makes a good daily
cleaner and comes with a handy travel-size bottle. Shield Wash
is safe for all windshields and helmet visors
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Do not clean polycarbonate in hot sun or high temperatures. Do
not clean the screen with household glass cleaners. Do not
allow brake fluid, alcohol, or strong solvents to contact the
screen.

RAIN REPELLENT

Do not use rain protective products made for glass. We recom-
mend National Cycle’s RainZip® (N1410-01) to keep your wind-
screen clear in rainy weather.
